National Emergency Grant Activity

Wisconsin currently has six National Emergency Grants operating in six Workforce Development Areas.  These grants are serving workers from Fiskars, Graphic Packaging, Tecumseh Power, Chilton Products, Delphi and the General Mitchell Airlift Wing.  The Flood Disaster Grant is funding temporary workers to assist with recovery from the floods of August 2007 and June 2008. 
The most recent grant award (up to $3.8 million) is to serve auto industry layoffs, including General Motors and suppliers, including Lear Corporation, Logistics Services, Inc. and United Industries.
